| can say that | have dual background in lepidopterology.
On the one hand, | started to collect butterflies and moths
at the age of 4, and have never given up. My world consists
of Holarctic Macrolepidoptera though the primary focus is
on the fauna of Estonia, my native country. On the other
hand, | have been lucky to be able to deal with Lepidoptera
as a part of my work, starting from my PhD on the ecology
of Epirrita autumnata (University of Turku, Finland, 1997).
After my PhD studies, | returned to the University of Tartu,
where | have held the position of professor of entomology
since 2005. My main field of research is evolutionary ecol-
ogy: | am trying to understand how have traits like body
size, larval growth rate and coloration evolved to produce
such moths as we see them around us. While | have not
touched a single nucleotide by my own hands, | still main-
tain interest in phylogenetic systematics which, along with
various ecological topics, is one of the research directions
of my group.




Obituary for Dr. Martin Kriiger (16 October 1964 - 24 July 2019)

It is very sad to inform you of the
passing away of our dear friend
and colleague Martin Kriiger (Figs
1,2).

Martin was a member of the
scientific board of the Forum Her-
bulot initiative from the very be-
ginning and has “been fostering
and warranting only the highest
scientific standards for the whole
community of geometridologists”
as aptly put by Axel Hausmann as
read at Martin’s memorial service.

Martin has been the curator of
the Lepidoptera section of the
Ditsong Museum of Natural His-
tory, Pretoria, South Africa for
29 years and was for long periods
serving as acting director of the
museum. He was probably the
most productive taxonomist ever
working on this important col-
lection and produced many revi-
sionary papers culminating in the
description of over 500 new Lepi-
doptera taxa.

Most of his work was on Ge-
ometridae and he managed to cre-
ate a stable taxonomic platform for
several difficult, previously poorly
studied, groups in a southern Afri-
can context. This work created the
opportunity for the advancement
of further ecological and conser-
vation work on southern African
Geometridae, making the family
today a prominent target group
for highlighting the conservation
needs of Lepidoptera in South Af-
rica. His major works in this regard
are the revision of the Afrotropical
Macariini and his many revisions
in the mostly South African en-
demic ‘Drepanogynis group of gen-
era.

Martin also worked on other
Lepidoptera taxa amongst which
is a revision of the genus Bomby-

copsis (Lasiocampidae), which he
produced with his friend the late
John Joannou, describing 68 new
species.

During the last decade, for a
number of years, Martin took on
the challenge and was completely
occupied in attempting to create or-
der in the taxonomically extremely
complex Lithosiini (Erebidae: Arc-
tiinae) of the Afrotropical Region.
This resulted in the production of
what was probably his magnum
opus, The ‘Generic classification of
Afrotropical footman moths sen-
su stricto, a 176-page monograph
in which he recognised 98 genera,
described 60 new genera as well as
the type species of 25 of these new
genera, thereby creating as with his
other works a stable platform for
future study.

The preparation of a full obitu-
ary and a comprehensive list of his
publications is underway and will
be published at a later stage.

Martin was taken away from us
prematurely and will be sorely
missed by his family, friends and

colleagues.

General meeting of the Societas
Europaea Lepidopterologica (SEL)
held at the University of Molise,
Campobasso, Italy, June 6, 2019 at
3:50 p.m.

Chairman: president Erik J. van
Nieukerken; minutes: General Sec-
retary Carlos Lopez Vaamonde.
Apologies were received from
Franziska Bauer, Joaquin Baixeras,
Richard Mally and Iva Mihoci.

1. The president welcomed 58
members and several guests to
the meeting, for which the invi-
tation was published accordin

to the statutes in NEWS 62 on 4'

March 2019. He asked members
to stand in memory of those who
had passed away since the last
congress: Anton Cox (deceased
05.05.2016 at the age of 69, mem-
ber since 1986), Marion Elisabeth
Kurz (deceased 22.11.2017 at the
age of 52, member since 2003),
Harry van Oorschot (deceased
28.09.2019 at the age of 84, mem-
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ber since 1976), Andreas Stiibner
(deceased 07.03.2018 at the age of
57, member since 2007), Thomas
Witt (deceased 27.01.2019 at the
age of 71, member since 1977).

2. The General Secretary Carlos
Lopez Vaamonde read the report
of the Council for the period 27
April 2017 to 2 June 2019.

3. The treasurer's report was pre-
sented by Wolfgang Eckweiler.
The detailed report explained the
seemingly large differences in the
budget for 2017 and 2018, espe-
cially relating to publishing Nota
Lepidopterologica.

4. The Auditor's report was pre-
sented by Robert Trusch, who con-
firmed the correctness of the treas-
urer's paperwork.

5. The editor's report was present-
ed by Maria Heikkild, who is edit-
ing Nota together with David Lees.
It was mentioned that an Impact
Factor from Clarivate Analytics
should be available later this year.

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A total of of 37 papers were pub-
lished in 2017 and 2018, and five
so far in 2019. [The impact factor
has now come in at a modest 0.29].
Collaboration with subject editors
have been working well.

6. Report of the Committee Chair-
man. Website manager Richard
Mally, and News editor Franziska
Bauer could both not attend. The
chairman of the habitat and species
protection committee, Gerhard
Tarmann, reported on the status
of the three SEL study areas: Ses-
venna (Italy), Rimetea (Romania)
and Gali¢ica (Macedonia). It was
emphasized that it is necessary to
bring new people to the committee
since Tarmann wants to step down.

7. Council proposals. Statutes will
be changed to modernize the soci-
ety. These changes need to be no-
tarized according to German law.
Bylaws can be changed more free-
ly. A fixed German text will be pro-
duced. The following changes were
proposed: 1) Strike the geograph-
ical restriction. 2) Remove the in-




dication of biannual congresses. 3)
Strike that meetings have to be in
the News so that meetings can be
announced only on social media
or emails. 4) Enabling electronic
votes, as far as permitted by Ger-
man law. 5) Change the compo-
sition of the council members.
Statutes do not allow ordinary
members to take a second term.
This should be changed. Intention
is to have a maximum of 12 mem-
bers: President, vice president,
general secretary, membership
secretary, treasurer, editor, ordi-
nary council members. 6) Change
text of “Dissolution of the meet-
ing”. Currently the property should
go to WWE, but there are better
organizations for Lepidoptera. 7)
Add a student member category. 8)
Add sentence about raised fee for
late payment. 9) Should be possible
to remove committees if they are
not active. Members agreed on the
changes. Final texts for voting will
be presented before the next gener-
al meeting in 2021.

8. Discharge of council, auditors
and committee chairmen was
moved by David Agassiz. This to-
gether with acceptance of the ac-
counts, was carried by a vote of 58
members nem. con.

9. The meeting chose Robert
Trusch as election leader.

10. Elections of council. No postal
votes were received. The meeting
agreed to abstain from secret bal-
lots. Following the resignation of
Carlos Lopez Vaamonde as Gener-
al Secretary, and the retirement of
ordinary council members Joaquin
Baixeras, Iva Mihoci and Pasquale
Trematerra, the following were
proposed by the council and elect-
ed:

— Marianne Espeland was elected
as General Secretary by 57 votes to
nil, with 1 abstention.

- Carlos Lopez Vaamonde was
elected as Ordinary Council mem-
ber by 57 votes to nil, with 1 ab-
stention.

- Toomas Tammaru was elected as
Ordinary Council member by 57
votes to nil, with 1 abstention.

- Enrique Garcia Barros was elect-
ed as Ordinary Council member by

57 votes to nil, with 1 abstention.
11. Flection of committee chair-
man. No election was needed since
chairman Gerhard Tarmann con-
tinues for another term.

12. Axel Steiner was elected hon.
auditor to replace Rolf Mortter.
The president thanked Robert
Trusch for carrying out the task of
election leader and resumed chair-
ing the meeting.

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I I Joint meeting of SEL and the Lep-
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idopterist’s Society in Ottawa,

The 67th annual meeting of The
Lepidopterists’ Society was held
in July 2018 as a joint conference
with SEL at Carleton Universi-
ty, Ottawa, Ontario, Canada. The
three-day congress was attended
by 120 participants, representing
15 countries, with approximately
15 attendants from Europe. SEL
president Erik van Nieukerken
presented an overview of SEL and
its activities.

Council

The general meeting was held on
April 27, 2017 in Podgora, Croa-
tia, and was reported in News 59.
Robert Trusch stepped down after
many years of service as treasurer
and Jadranka Rota stepped down
as editor after successtully having
transformed Nota into the open
access journal published by Pen-
soft that it is now. Wolfgang Eck-
weiler was elected as treasurer, Ma-
ria Heikkild as editor, and as new

ordinary council members: David
Lees, and Franziska Bauer. David
Lees also acts as co-editor-in-chief
of Nota and Franziska Bauer as ed-
itor of SELepidoptera News. Rob-
ert Trusch was elected an honorary
auditor to replace Axel Steiner.

Council Meetings

Council met briefly after the Gen-
eral Meeting in Podgora on 27
April 2017, and longer meetings on
26-27 March 2018 in London and
2-3 June 2019 in Campobasso.

The council meeting at the Nat-
ural History Museum in London,
UK was kindly hosted by David
Lees, on Monday 26th and Tuesday
27th March 2018. A summary of
this council meeting was published
in News 61.

The council had extensive con-
tact via the online platform “Slack”
since then about several issues

Since the last SEL congress in
April/May 2017 in Croatia, four
issues of SELepidoptera News have
been published, 59-62.

SEL website

Richard Mally has updated and
improved the SEL web site with
new content. We still need to re-
solve Richard’s full access to the
website.

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Report of the Treasurer for
the years 2017 and 2018

Cash audit

The financial statements for the
years 2017 and 2018 were audit-
ed without objections by Dr. Rolf
Mortter from Kronau and Dr. Rob-
ert Trusch from Karlsruhe. Table 1
and Fig. 1 shows the income, ex-
penses and balances for the report-
ing years 2017 and 2018.

Use of funds

The majority of the funds availa-
ble to SEL come from membership
fees (>96%). Donations or income
from the sale of older Nota Lepi-
dopterologica volumes play a sub-
ordinate role. On the expenditure
side, it makes sense to combine
and calculate both years, since the
printing of Nota 2017 was delayed
due to a change of printing plant
and was not printed until 2018.
In 2018 the costs for 2 Nota issues
were incurred. The production of
Nota Lepidopterologica, its ship-
ping and Open Access makes up
89.28% of the costs. Travel expens-
es for board members were only
incurred in the year they were un-
able to meet at the SEL Congress.
This means that they accounted for
only 7.53% of the costs over a pe-
riod of two years. Further expense
items can be found in the table and
in the pie chart (figure).

Forecast for 2019

The account balance on 22 May
2019 was EUR 27,705.66. Miss-
ing expenses up to the end of the
year are VAT (approx. EUR 2,000),
printing costs (approx. EUR 8,000)
and travel grants for students (EUR
1,000). Without further income,
minus the planned expenses, we
would still have around 15,000
EUR on our account at the end of
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the year. Until 31.12.2019, the SEL
expects more than 100 members to
pay the unpaid contributions for
2019, as a reminder campaign is
planned for September.

Linking member administration
and accounting

Since 2017, member administra-
tion and contribution bookings
have been combined in a single
FileMaker database. Since then,
both tables have been synchro-
nized between the membership
secretary and the treasurer. Mem-
bers who paid their dues before
March 31 receive a membership
card (fig. 2).

PayPal

In 2018, a PayPal account was
opened for SEL. For members out-
side Europe, this is an easy way to
transfer the membership fee. The
transaction fees are about 5%.

Du coté des dépenses,
il est logique de combiner et de cal-
culer les deux années, car l'impres-
sion de Nota 2017 a été retardée
en raison d'un changement d'im-
primerie et n'a pas été imprimée
avant 2018. En 2018, les cotts de
deux émissions de Nota ont été en-
gagés. La production de Nota Lepi-
dopterologica, son expédition et le
libre acces représentent 89,28% des
cotts.

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New Honorary members of the SEL 2019

The General Meeting in Cam-
pobasso elected two new Honor-
ary members for the Society, David
Agassiz (UK) (figs 1, 2) and Ole
Karsholt (DK) (figs 1, 3). Both long
time active and influential mem-
bers of SEL who started their lep-
idopterist careers as amateurs and
turned into professionals. Here I'll
present an abstract of the laudatio,
read at the meeting.

David Agassiz

Born in Colwall, Herefordshire,
UK, David Agassiz has been a
keen lepidopterist for most of
his life. With a BA in mathemat-
ics from Oxford in 1964, he later
studied theology and was a priest
for 27 years, got his doctorate in
1994 from Imperial College, was
a Training Officer for IIE from
1995-1997, and was appointed a
Scientific Associate of the Natural
History Museum, London in 1997.
David has been an active member
of SEL since 1982 and has been a
council member for 15 years, from
1994-1998 as General Secretary,
ordinary council member from
2000-2002, vice president from
2002-2005 and again General Sec-
retary from 2005-2011. David vis-
ited most SEL congresses and once
lead an Easter service during the
SEL conference in Helsinki. Da-
vid is most renowned for his work
on the British Lepidoptera, for
his work on invasive Lepidoptera,
and on tropical micromoths, par-
ticularly the African fauna. He has
published widely but specialised

especially on Yponomeutoidea,
Gelechioidea (Gelechiidae) and
Pyraloidea. His publishing career
spans a remarkable 62 years start-
ing in 1957 and reaching 154 pub-
lications by 2019. David obtained
his PhD in 1994, focusing on the
population dynamics of invasive
Lepidoptera. A notable product of
his fieldwork in Africa has been his
work on the rich moth fauna asso-
ciated with Acacia. David’s most
recent and astounding discovery
was showing the presence of strid-
ulatory organs on the wings of
Yponomeuta, that almost certainly
act as a form of acoustic aposema-
tism against bats. David has been a
prime mover in the African Lepi-
doptera Network, with meetings in
Ghana, Poland, Madagascar. David
is always a pleasure to work with,
both in the field and museum,
happy to share his knowledge and
expertise without condescension.
His approach to life is refreshing,
with a straightforward approach
coming with a disdain for layers of
bureaucracy.

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Ole Karsholt

Ole Karsholt was born in Copen-
hagen, Denmark. He first quali-
fied as a schoolteacher and taught
in primary and secondary school
between 1971 and 1981. He start-
ed collecting Lepidoptera in 1961
and soon the Danish lepidopterist
Niels L. Wolft became his mentor.
In 1972, he met Ebbe S. Nielsen
with whom he published the first
‘modern’ checklist of Danish Lep-
idoptera in 1976. In 1981 he took
up the position at the Zoological
Museum as collections manag-
er of Lepidoptera and assistant
to Niels P. Kristensen until 2016.
Ole has been an active member of
SEL since 1984, visiting many SEL
congresses and is a member of the
editorial board of Nota Lepidop-
terologica since long. As collection
manager for Lepidoptera, Ole was
responsible for curating the col-

lections according to international
standards, and assisting research-
ers across the world. When Ole
joined the museum the Lepidop-
tera collection held approximately
1 million specimens, when he re-
tired 35 years later the number was
twice that size. This was partly due
to his active collecting activities
on several international fieldtrips
and partly due to his close contact
with the Danish amateur lepidop-
terists. Ole has always taken the
time to share his encyclopedia-like
knowledge of especially European
microlepidoptera with anyone who
asked him. Since his first publica-
tion in 1973, Ole has authored a
staggering number of more than
200 publications. While most of
his early publications focused on
faunistics, he soon started work-
ing on taxonomy and systematics.
Ole’s scientific work has been char-

acterized by an extraordinarily
broad international collaboration,
and recently he has engaged in a
fruitful collaboration with molec-
ular systematists that resulted in a
number of important publications.
Ole has always recognized the val-
ue of accurate and updated check-
lists for scientific and curatorial
purposes. He has been a driving
torce behind the regularly updated
Danish Lepidoptera catalogue, The
Lepidoptera of Europe, the recent
Nordic-Baltic checklist, and Fauna
Europaea. Ole has always kept his
close connections with the Scandi-
navian and especially Danish ama-
teur community, and a number of
his publications and activities have
been directed at the amateurs and
increasing the awareness of par-
ticularly microlepidoptera.

SEL Congress Impressions - Impressions from “home”

The XXI" SEL Congress was my
first SEL congress. And it was a
pleasant coincidence that the host-
ing country was Italy, as it has been
a good occasion to come back to
my native country after a while in
Sweden. The congress took place
in Campobasso, a small city in the
core of Italy, just in the middle of
the Apennines, at a biogeographic
crossroad connecting sub-penin-
sular endemics with the northern
Italian fauna. A good place to talk
about biodiversity, evolution and
even more about Lepidoptera, as
this area is one of the most spe-
cies rich regions of Europe. And of
course, a good place to enjoy local
food.

The venue of the congress, the
Department of Agricultural, Envi-
ronmental and Food Science of the
University of Molise, is a quite re-
cent and nice structure placed just
outside the city centre, a spacious
and suitable place to organize a
scientific meeting. On the first day,
after the welcoming words and the
first talks (and after taking a nice
backpack with the SEL logo!), we
enjoyed a welcome “happy hour”
with local wine tasting, discussing
data and projects. It was a pleasure
to notice that the SEL community
is a very friendly and young com-
munity.

The second day begun with a
Key Note by Niklas Wahlberg who
talked about the state-of-the-art of
Lepidoptera phylogenomics and
the need for a close look at the
genomic data as mandatory step
before making any phylogenetic
inference. The symposium on the
evolutionary history of Lepidop-
tera carried on with talks mainly
focused on the state-of-the-art of
Lepidoptera phylogenetics. In this
session I talked about my project
focused on building a time-cali-
brated supertree of all the lepidop-
terans, which was well received by
the audience. Then, I was literally
hypnotized by the interesting re-
sults shown in this session through
all the day, but it was a pity losing
some interesting talks from the
parallel “General session” in Room
B. The congress carried on with a
lot of very interesting talks span-
ning from Lepidoptera-plant inter-
actions, chemical ecology, faunis-
tics to biodiversity. It is worth
mentioning the last talk of the Ital-
ian biodiversity session, which fo-
cused on one of the most outstand-
ing Italian endemics, Brahmaea
europaea, a species which definite-
ly deserves more attention by the
scientific community because of
its interesting — but still not under-
stood - natural history.

The congress dinner took place
in a very nice agritourism at the
foothill of the Matese mountains,
and it was the occasion for tasting
local food and wine, as well as to
collect moths, putting light traps
just outside the restaurant. We
also had the opportunity to collect
butterflies and moths during the
congress field trip in Campitello
Matese, a high-altitude grassland
which maintains a quite good bi-
odiversity, in spite of the strong
anthropogenic impact of the ski
resorts.

As my first SEL meeting, I was
impressed by the very collaborative
attitude of all the attendants. More
than other congresses I attended
in past, the SEL congress was the
occasion for high-level network-
ing and collaborative meetings.
And also, this congress highlighted
that lepidopterology is currently a
fervid ground to study several as-
pects of ecology and evolution. Big
thanks and many compliments to
the organizers and to the attend-
ants for making it such a pleasant
and unforgettable meeting. See you
at the next one!
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Meigen Medal awarded to Robert Trusch

I am proud to inform the SEL members that the
Meigen-Medal was awarded on March 13, 2019
to Robert Trusch for his outstanding activities in
lepidopterology. This Medal, which is named after
the famous German entomologist Johann Wilhelm
Meigen (1764-1849), has been awarded since 1993
by the Deutsche Gesellschaft fiir Allgemeine und
Angewandte Entomologie (the German Society for
General and Applied Entomology) to entomologists
who play an important role in faunistic and systematic
entomology. Robert Trusch, former treasurer of the
SEL, is the curator of the Lepidoptera collection in

the State Museum of Natural History Karlsruhe,
Germany. During his scientific career in the last 16
years, Robert had an exceptional and irreparable role
in organizing the society of the citizen scientists and
cooperation between them in south-western Germany.
One of the most successful projects that show his
essential organizing role is the “Landesdatenbank
Schmetterlinge Baden-Wiirttemberg”, in which a
large number of institutional and citizen scientists are
working together to update the distributional data of
the Lepidoptera of the state Baden-Wiirttemberg (see:
http://www.schmetterlinge-bw.de/). .

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Science, Art and Education

In June 2017 a swallowtail butterfly
was photographed (Fig. 1) in a for-
est camp on the Natewa Peninsula,
Vanua Levu, Fiji. The photogra-
pher was Greg Kerr, an Adelaide
ornithologist in Fiji with a group
of other scientists as part of Op-
eration Wallacea, an international
organisation whose primary aims
include supporting students from
schools all over the world in sci-
ence projects. There was no butter-
fly specialist or entomologist with
the group and it proved impossible
to identify the butterfly from the
basic literature available in camp.
The picture was sent for identifica-
tion to several butterfly specialists
around the world, who were puz-
zled as to what it might be.

Operation Wallacea returned to
Fiji in 2018 and invited me to join
them in the hope of finding out
something about the butterfly. The
forest camp on the Natewa Pen-
insula was situated in an area of
mostly disturbed forest at ca. 200m
elevation. Specialists in many dif-
ferent fields, from birds to bats and
forest ecology were all aware that

this was something potentially ex-
citing, yet despite the many pairs
of eyes now searching for the but-
terfly it was only sighted very occa-
sionally — probably fewer than 10
times over a period of two months,
usually as it came out of the for-
est to nectar briefly on the abun-
dant flowers of the invasive plant
Stachytarpheta (Verbenaceae). It
was not until a day in early August
2018, literally two days before the
camp was closed down for the year,
that I fortuitously happened across
the butterfly’s natural habitat and
saw more than a dozen individuals
in just three hours.

With colleagues in Fiji and
Australia, the butterfly - which
admittedly looks superficially
more like a Graphium species
than the Papilio it does seem to
be - was described in November
2018 as Papilio natewa (Figs
3, 4). Considering that Fiji is
relatively well-known (the late
Gaden Robinson and his father
lived in Fiji for many years, and
Gadens doctoral thesis recorded
the Lepidoptera of Fiji: Robinson,

1975), it is truly remarkable
that such a large and distinctive
butterfly species — a swallowtail no
less — not onlylived and presumably
evolved on the Natewa Peninsula
but remained undiscovered until
well into the 21 century. The
reasons almost certainly lie in a
combination of the habitat of the
butterfly, its relatively secretive
habits and the geological history
of the region. Unusually for a
swallowtail, it seems to be a true
forest species, apparently spending
most of its life inside the forest at
elevations above 250 metres, in an
area subject to complex land tenure
rules which make access difficult
for visitors. Add the fact that the
Peninsula was an island until it
was connected to the rest of Vanua
Levu by a low elevation isthmus
in the late Miocene and perhaps it
is no surprise that Papilio natewa
evolved and remained undetected
(see Tennent, Chandra & Miller,
2018).

But the purpose of this note is not
to give a blow by blow account
of the discovery of the butterfly.
Schools associated with Operation
Wallacea in 2018 came from as far
afield as Australia, New Zealand,
Taiwan, the United States and
Canada. Students included Rory
Barraud, aged 14, from Wellington
College in New Zealand. I
happened to see some very artistic
forest drawings in Rory’s notebook

and asked him if he would like
to do a painting to accompany a
small paper on an endemic Fiji
satyrine butterfly that was in the
planning stage. Rory agreed to do
so, but some months later, when
I was travelling elsewhere in the
Pacific 1 received an unexpected
e-mail from Rory, with an attached

painting of Papilio natewa (Fig.
2) based on a combination of
Greg’s original photograph and
a glimpse of the upper surface.
This was two weeks before the
paper was published. Specimens
of the butterfly had been caught
and shown to students, and I
expect there were plenty of mobile
telephones in action, but I had no
idea Rory was doing this.

Rory’s father is an artist, and Rory
himself has always been interested
in wildlife, particularly birds. He
has been drawing from an early
age and tells me he had a lot of fun
producing a painting of P. natewa.
As you can see, Rory’s picture is
an outstanding likeness of the real
thing (and of the Stachytarpheta
floret it’s sitting on).

This short note illustrates two
important  points.  Adventure
offered by organisations like
Operation Wallacea, not available
in my day, attract the leaders of
tomorrow and it is extraordinary to
see such talent in a young student.
Secondly, it does make you wonder
what else awaits discovery in the
world’s wild places. The key to
finding new and interesting things
may simply be to go and look.

Local SEL representatives instead of local treasurers

The system of local treasurers, then termed “regional collecting agents”, was established in 1994 as a consequence of
raising costs of international payments (see News 22). Since then a lot has changed, and now, due to the introduction
of the EURO and the SEPA payment area, direct transfers from most European countries to Germany are comparable
to domestic transfers, with few or no extra costs for payments in EURO. For other countries we have opened a PayPal
account, to be able to pay with credit cards.

As the system with various local treasurers is an extra burden for the bookkeeping, and no longer needed for cost re-
duction, council has decided at its meeting in Campobasso to abandon the long-standing system of local treasurers and
from now on only accept direct payment by members to the treasurer. We have discussed this step already for some years,
and more and more members pay directly, and some local treasurers already stopped.

However, we realise that the local SEL treasurers paid also an important role to represent SEL in their country, as they
are closer to the members. As it is important for SEL to have local contacts, we asked first the former local tresurers to
consider changing their role into local contact person of SEL for their country. A local contact person would be a great
help, especially if members have questions about the next congress, the recruitment of new members or the direct pay-
ment of fees. A list of the local SEL representatives will be published in the next News.
